Lisa Popeil, MFA in Voice, has studied the singing voice for
45 years, has taught professionally for 35 years and is an
expert in the pedagogy of popular vocal technique and styles.

Ms. Popeil is a contributor to the upcoming Oxford
Handbooks of Music Education and Singing, as well as the
Journal of Voice, Journal of Singing and Singer & Musician
Magazine.

Lisa has conducted voice research at Hoag Voice Center in
Newport Beach, CA; West Coast Radiology; Richard Wolf
USA Lab in Chicago; Northwestern U. in Evanston; University
of Stavanger in Norway; at KTH in Stockholm with Drs. Johan
Sundberg and Nathalie Henrich; ATR Labs in Japan; Institute
for Musician's Medicine in Freiburg, Germany with Dr.
